Anglican Care was recently advised by the Commonwealth 
Department of Health & Ageing that we have been 
successful in securing funding to build a Men’s Shed as 
part of Round 4 of the Dementia Community Support 
Grants program.  This program provides funding for local 
community projects to improve dementia literacy, 
encourage innovation in the dementia care sector, bridge 
social gaps and encourage the social participation of 
people with dementia, their families and carers across 
Australia.  Anglican Care’s Cameos for Empathy in 
Dementia Care project was funded as part of Round 3 of 
the program and has proved very successful in providing 
education to Anglican Care staff, volunteers and carers in 
the ‘Habilitation Model’ of communicating with dementia 
sufferers, using puppets to deliver the sessions. 

The new project – ‘the Booragul Blokes Shed ‘ will enable 
the construction of a dementia specific Men’s Shed facility 
at McIntosh Hostel at our Booragul site.  The Men’s Shed 
will facilitate meaningful activities for men living with 
dementia with a focus on encouraging social engagement 
and participation.   

We anticipate that the Men’s Shed facility will be available 
for use by all of Anglican Care’s residents, including our 
community and day therapy centre clients and retirement 
living residents and will form part of Anglican Care’s 
Lifestyle & Wellbeing programs on an ongoing basis.  
Construction of the project will take approximately 6 
months and we will keep Village News readers up to date 
on developments once the project has commenced.
