The NSW Fire Brigades 
(NSWFB) has stressed that 
Triple Zero (000) is the 
number to call in an 
emergency in all 
circumstances.   

“Knowing how to call 000 in 
an emergency can be the 
difference between life and 
death or property being 
saved or destroyed, 
“NSWFB Commissioner 
Greg Mullins said. 

Calling 000 is the best and 
fastest way to get the right 
response to your 
emergency. 

A fire station recently 
promoted the number 112 
which has resulted in some 
public confusion. 

The 112 number is an 
international standard 
emergency number which 
can only be dialled on a 
digital mobile phone.  If 
dialled in areas of GSM 
network coverage in 
Australia, the call will 
automatically transfer to 
000. 

We have to stress that 112 
does not work from landlines

Kiwifruit Muffins 

185g self-raising flour 
2 tbsp caster sugar 
1 tsp baking powder 
80g butter, melted 
1 egg, lightly beaten 
3/4 cup milk 
2-3 kiwifruit, peeled and chopped 

Preheat oven to 200C. Sift flour, a pinch of 
salt, sugar and baking powder into a large 
bowl. Combine butter, egg and milk and stir 
into flour mixture until just mixed, then fold in 
kiwifruit. 
Spoon mixture into a lightly greased standard 
six-hole muffin tin and bake for about 20 
minutes or until golden. Stand in tin for 5 mins 
before turning out on to a wire rack to cool.
